2.2 Entries

2.8 Crew Eligibility  

Crews will comprise of two (2) persons only. The same crew will be required to compete throughout the 
Rally. 

 
2.9 Competitors Briefing  

A Competitors Briefing will be held at 2100 hrs Friday 16 th April 2010 , in the Millennium Room, 
Lithgow Workies Club, 3 Tank Street Lithgow.   It is required that at least one member of the crew 
attend a briefing.  Attendance is compulsory. 

 
 

ARTICLE 3 - DOCUMENTATION AND SCRUTINY  
 
3.1 Documentation  

Competitors must attend Scrutineering before Documentation Verification. 
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Attendance at Wednesday’s scrutineering is compulso ry OR crews should be regionally 
scrutineered.  Those crews who require scrutineerin g on Friday 16 th April at Lithgow will need 
to make application in writing to the organisers wh en submitting their entry.  This also includes 
turbo sealing.  
 
Documentation Verification will be carried out as per section 3.3 below. 
 
At Documentation Verification competitors will be required to present; Licences (CAMS and Civil), 
Current CAMS Affiliated Car Club Membership, Vehicle Log Book, Green Slip Insurance Papers (for 
NSW Competitors), Extension of Third Party Insurance (QLD registered vehicles) and Registration 
Papers. 
 
Road Book, Service Instructions, Competition Numbers and Advertising for the start of Section 1, will 
be issued once documentation has been completed, as per section 3.3 below. 

 
3.2 Scrutiny  

 
The organisers strongly recommend that vehicles are scrutineered by a CAMS Approved Bronze 
Scrutineer during the week prior to the event. 
 
Crews must notify the organisers in writing if they  want to be scrutineered or have turbo 
sealing carried out on Friday 16 th April between 1700 hrs and 1930 hrs.  Application for 
scrutineering at Lithgow on Friday 17 th April will need to be made in writing by competito rs 
when the entry is submitted.  Crews are reminded th at this is the only time that scrutineering 
will be carried out in Lithgow.   
 
Pre-event scrutiny to ensure compliance with these regulations shall be carried out as per section 3.3 
below or during the week prior to the event, by a CAMS Approved Scrutineer. 
 
The organisers reserve the right to examine vehicles at any time during the event and to require 
compliance with the regulations before any offending vehicle can continue. 
 
Post-event scrutiny, for eligibility, may be carried out at the finish of the event. 
 
All vehicles, whose engine is turbocharged/supercharged, must comply with Appendix D, Australian 
Rally Championship Regulations as per 2010 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and must be fitted with a 
CAMS approved seal. 
 
Particular attention will be paid to a vehicle’s presentation.  Vehicles with body damage or unpainted 
panels will not be allowed to compete.  Vehicles must be presented to the scrutineer, clean and ready 
to start with all compulsory equipment included.

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ARTICLE 4 - VEHICLES  
 
4.1 Vehicle Eligibility  

Vehicles in the Car Net Auctions Rally of Lithgow must comply with the regulations for PRC Rally Cars, 
FIA Group N, FIA Super 2000, Group N(p), Historic Rally Cars, Classic Rally Cars, Off Road 
Production 4WD or regulations to Group AO, A1, A2 of the Cross Country Rally Technical Regulations. 
 
Vehicles in the ‘Car Net Auctions Rally’ must comply with Schedule R or any of the above Vehicle 
Eligibility Regulations. 
 
Documentation establishing civil registration must be presented at documentation verification. 
 
All vehicles must be road registered and complies with the General Requirements of the rally code. 
 
Proof of Compulsory Third Party Insurance for this event, e.g., Vehicle's Green Slip must be provided 
at documentation verification.  Vehicles registered in Queensland must provide documentation 
establishing proof of a Third Party Insurance extension for this event.

4.3 Exhaust Noise  

All vehicles will be required to conform to Schedule R, 7 of the General Requirements for Cars and 
Drivers and will be tested in accordance with the method in the National Rally Code. 
 
Competitors are reminded of National Rally Code regulation 4.6 (iv) relating to broken exhausts. 

 
4.4 Safety  

Safety requirements for the crew and the vehicle will be as per the 2010 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 
Particular attention should be paid to Schedules A & R of the General Requirements for Cars and 
Drivers. 

 
 
ARTICLE 5 - EVENT DETAILS  
 
5.1 Rally Headquarters  

Rally Headquarters will be located at:

Rally Headquarters will be open in accordance with the program in the front of these regulations. 

 
5.2 Media Session  

A media session will be conducted between 1100 hrs and 1300 hrs on Friday 17th April 2010.  
Participation is by invitation only. 

 
5.3 Event Format  
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Competing vehicles should be presented at the starting area between 1230 hrs and 1300 hrs, Saturday 
17th April 2010.  The Starting Area is located in Main Street Lithgow.  A map will be provided at 
documentation. 
 
The event will be conducted over 1 Leg with 2 Sections. 
 
Section 1:  First car will start from Main Street Lithgow at 1330 hrs and finish after Special Stage 6.   
Total distance is 193.5 kms, including 6 competitive stages over 63.30 kms. 3 Service breaks have 
been provided; 1 in Lithgow while the remaining 2 are at the one location. 
Section 2:  First car will start Special Stage 6 (after Service Point 3) and finish at Lithgow Workies Club 
at 2015 hrs.  Total distance is 157 kms, including 5 competitive stages over 63.5 kms. 2 Service break 
has been provided at the one location. 
 
As per the NSW Rally Organisation Conditions, a Parc Ferme area will be set up at the Lithgow 
Workers Club.  Vehicles will be held for a minimum of 30 minutes after there arrival at Parc Ferme.  
This is 30 minutes for each vehicle based on the actual arrival time – eg vehicle due to book in to finish 
at 20.47 would be released from parc ferme at 21.17, unless a protest has been lodged or there is a 
scrutiny requirement. 

 
5.4 Timing and Event Details  

The event will be run using the A to A Timing, as set out in the 2010 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport, 
National Rally Code item 1.33 (iii) and item 4.6  

 
5.5 Late Time  

Late time limit is 20 minutes per section, with a total for the events of 40 minutes. 
 
5.6 Servicing  

There will be no fuel available at the start venue or during the event.  The nearest fuel available will be 
at Lithgow, Oberon or Mt Victoria. 
 
Service instructions will be issued with the Road Book.  Service crews must be registered with the 
Organisers. 
 
The maximum distance between service points will be 98 kms in total with 79 kms competitive.  
 
No service vehicle may be driven on a competitive stage or a road banned to service vehicles during 
the running of the event without the express permission of the Clerk of Course and/or Stage 
Commander.  Service is only permitted at the designated service point .  No other servicing is 
allowed. 
 
Behaviour of service crews: 
Competitors will be responsible for ensuring that any service vehicle associated with their entry 
complies with all appropriate regulations and official instructions. Breaches of any regulation or official 
instruction will result in a report to the Stewards. 
 
The Stewards may apply a fine if the users of service vehicles are observed acting in a manner 
contrary to the interests of the sport, as per Clause 7.6 (viii) of the National Rally Code.  The actions 
could include any of the following: speeding, dangerous driving, blocking access roads to spectator 
points, etc 

 
 
ARTICLE 6 - GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
6.1 Maps 

All maps will be supplied by the Organisers. 
 
6.2 Odometer Check  

The survey car recorded 5.00 kms between the intersection of Great Western Highway and Main 
Street, Lithgow and a spot marked on the McKanes Falls Road.  The organisers will signpost both 
spots for Friday 16th and Saturday 17th. 

 
6.3 Route Instructions  
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The event is fully route charted.  Tulip diagrams will be provided, but the written instructions are to take 
precedence should any conflict in interpretation be encountered.  No gates will be encountered in the 
event. 

 
6.4 Penalties  

Penalties will be applied as per Article 5 of the National Rally Code. 
 
For State Competitors: 
Early arrival at Time Controls - one minute per minute or part thereof 
Late arrival at Time Controls – five seconds per minute or part thereof 
 
For all other Series Competitors: 
Early arrival at Time Controls - one minute per minute or part thereof 
Late arrival at Time Controls – no time penalties only loss of late time 
 
Competitors are reminded of the penalties for exceeding speed limits, Clause 5.2 (iii) (p) 1 and 2, in the 
National Rally Code. 
 
The Clerk of Course reserves the right to take into account all official documents when compiling the 
results, including control cards, etc. and to correct any verified recording errors. 

 
6.5 Results  

The results are official and final, 30 minutes after the posting of results on the official notice board, 
should no protests on the results be received. 

 
6.6 Finishing Qualifications  

All competitors must complete 100% of the route, under the competing vehicles own power, to be 
deemed a finisher and feature in outright results. 
 
Any crew which fails to report to any control or enters or leaves any control in other than the prescribed 
direction shall be deemed to have retired from the event, the route being that as set out in the Route 
Instructions for each crew. 

 
6.7 Speed and Noise  

Officials, who may be CAMS Observers and who will be Judges of Fact, may be appointed to measure 
the speed and noise of competing vehicles.  All competitors and service crews are advised that a 
CAMS approved Noise Meter and/or Radar may be in use on liaison sections and/or service access 
roads of the event, to measure the noise and/or speed of competing vehicles and/or service vehicles. 
Penalties for competitors will be as per the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport 2010. Any service vehicle 
which is found to be exceeding the posted speed limit or the speed limit advised in the service 
instructions, will have the following penalties applied: 
·  exceeding the limit by 10km/h - $100.00 fine 
·  exceeding the limit by 20km/h - $200.00 fine 
·  exceeding the limit by 30km/h - $300.00 fine 
·  repeat offenders will be reported to the Stewards of the Meeting. 

 
Competitors are reminded that they are responsible for the actions of their service crews, as per 
Clause 7.6 (viii) of the National Rally Code and may be fined/or excluded from the results. 

 
6.7 Abbreviations  

Abbreviations shall be as per the National Rally Code 
 

6.8 Signs    
As per Schedule R12, the organisers will supply the OK/SOS sign as part of the Road Book., which 
must be carried in the vehicle at all times. 

 
 
ARTICLE 7 – SAFETY OF COMPETITORS  
 
7.1 Non- Injury Stoppage on a Special Stage or Clos ed Road Section  

In the event of a stoppage by a competitor which requires no medical assistance the competitor must: 
·  Immediately place triangles to warn following competitors. 
·  Place the OK sign (on the rear of the Route Instructions) on the vehicle in such a position that it 

remains clearly visible to all following competitors. 
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·  All competitors stay as close to their vehicle as is safe to do so. 
·  If able to get the vehicle going, and wish to move it, do not leave the stage via another route – 

proceed for the full length of the stage, in the correct direction. 
 
7.2 Accident involving Injury  

Any competitor involved in an accident requiring assistance for a trapped or injured crew member 
should: 
·  Immediately place triangles to warn following competitors (unless incapable of doing so). 
·  Display the cross (on the rear of the Route Instructions) in a prominent position, visible to the next 

two competitors. 
·  After the first two following competitor, display the OK sign (on the rear of the Route Instructions) 

to the rest of the field. 
 
7.3 Any competitor coming on another competitor inv olved in an accident must:  

·  Stop, if the SOS is displayed or if there is no visible sign displayed, and render assistance. 
·  If possible, contact Rally Command by mobile phone or radio, noting car number, cumulative 

distance to the accident site, and if known, general details of injuries sustained. 
·  If unable to contact Rally Command, write down the accident details, stop the next competitor and 

have them proceed immediately to the next SOS point of Special Stage Stop Point with the 
accident details. 

·  At the first practical time, fill in an incident report fully detailing the incident, and pass it to the Clerk 
of Course CRO, or Control Official. 

 
7.4 Failure to comply with these regulations will r esult in a report to the Stewards.  A penalty can 

be applied at the discretion of the Stewards up to and including exclusion.  
 
 
ARTICLE 8 – REMINDERS 
 
8.1 Overtaking and Obstruction  

As per the National Rally Code 5.9. 
 
8.2 Protests  

Must be lodged in accordance with Part XII of the NCR’s. 
 
8.3 Appeals  

Must be lodged in accordance with Part XIII of the NCR’s. 
 
8.4 Lighting of Fires  

The lighting of fires at any time during the event is strictly forbidden. 
 
8.5 Alcohol and Drugs  

During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the 
competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or 
competition activity is concluded for each day. Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected 
by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate. Refer NCR 
145A of the current CAMS manual. In addition the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of 
the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS anti – Doping Policy. Competitors, 
crew or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or 
other drugs at any time during the event (s). 
 
The CAMS anti-Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and as amended from 
time to time, is recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such. In any 
areas where the National Competition Rules and the Anti-Doping Policy conflict, the Anti-Doping Policy 
will take precedence. 
 

8.6 Retirements  
Any crew retiring from the event must submit their road cards to the Stage End Control or the Sweep 
Car. 
 
Without this performance record offenders may be omitted from the results. Please pay particular 
attention to this requirement, as much undue delay and inconvenience has been caused to Sweep 
Cars and Control Officials in the past. 
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ARTICLE 9 – RECONNAISSANCE – SAFETY/PACE NOTING  
 
9.1 Crews will be issued with a pass covering each stage and valid for two (2) passages over the course.  

This pass must be presented to and endorsed by an official at the start of each Special Stage during 
reconnaissance. 

 
9.2 Each reconnaissance vehicle will be provided with a number to be placed on the top left corner of the 

front windscreen and at the top right corner of the rear-facing window for the purposes of identification 
when in the forest.  These numbers must be affixed to the vehicle for the entire duration of the 
reconnaissance. 

 
9.3 Reconnaissance for the event will be permitted on either Friday 16th April from 1200 hrs to 1700 hrs 

and Saturday 17thApril, 2010 and will be conducted between 0700 hrs and 1200 hrs. 
 
9.4 The maximum speed limit applicable on all unsealed roads during reconnaissance shall be 60kmh  and 

all crews are required to strictly adhere to this limit.  Under NO circumstances are crews to travel in the 
opposite direction to the set course. 

 
9.5 The speed of the vehicles being used for reconnaissance will be monitored by Officials using Speed 

Cameras and Radar guns.  If a vehicle is deemed to be exceeding the speed limit, a sign bearing the 
words “STOP” will be raised.  Drivers MUST stop.  

 
 Penalties for speeding on reconnaissance will be: 
 1st Offence    –  up to 15 km/h above the speed limit $250 over 15 km/h above the speed limit $500  

2nd Offence   –  up to 15 km/h above the speed limit $500 over 15 km/h above the speed limit 30 
seconds penalty (to be added to Heat 1) 

 3rd Offence   - Start Refused. 
 
9.6 During reconnaissance, roads WILL NOT be closed and crews are reminded that they DO NOT HAVE 

PRIORITY over other road users.  Members of the public may also be using these roads and may be 
travelling in opposing directions. 

 
9.7 Crews are also advised that the NSW Road Traffic Act  will remain in effect for the duration of 

reconnaissance and that all road rules must be observed (eg complying with advisory signs, obeying 
speed limits imposed and keeping to the left).  Officials will be on course to police these regulations. 

 
9.8 Reconnaissance may be carried out in any road-registered vehicle.  Advertising, underbody protection, 

safety equipment and internal navigational aids are permitted.  Door plates and numbers from previous 
events, must be removed. 

 
9.9 Any member of the crew found on the course in the period two (2) months prior to the start of the rally, 

with the exception of the period allowed for reconnaissance as per these regulations, will be reported to 
the Stewards of the Meeting for consideration of exclusion or other penalty.  (refer Penalties, Article 25 
of these Regulations).
